Thread Up Command
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Perfecting the Stitch

Adjust the thread cut

- Activate/Deactivate the thread cut after a color change

- Activate/Deactivate machine stopping after several stitches to cut 
manually

- Adjust the length of connecting/jump stitches
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Perfecting the Stitch

Fabric Thickness

- Adjust for the thickness of the fabric (and batting) being 
embroidered

- 4mm, 7.5mm or 10mm
